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THE STEPHEN W. CAVANAUGH SCHOLARSHIP FUND
PURPOSE 
The Stephen W. Cavanaugh Scholarship Fund was established in January of 2007 by Louisiana Workers’ Compensation Corporation (“LWCC”) through the Baton Rouge Area Foundation to honor the memory of Stephen W. Cavanaugh.  Mr. Cavanaugh served as the President and CEO of LWCC until his death on November 15, 2006.  He was an extraordinary leader who made lasting contributions to the insurance industry in Louisiana.

The purpose of the Fund is to provide scholarships to deserving Louisiana students who are majoring in an insurance-related field at a Louisiana university, college, or community college.  The recipients are to be selected by a Scholarship Advisory Committee.  This year, the Fund will make available a four-year scholarship, payable $1,000 a semester for eight semesters, with a total value of $8,000 to a qualified candidate.  
SCHOLARSHIP INFORMATION:
Students meeting the criteria will be awarded a scholarship to be used toward the following, in order of priority: tuition and fees; room and board; books and supplies; and commuting expenses.  
To maintain the scholarship, the recipient must continue to demonstrate his/her scholastic achievement by earning a minimum of 2.5 overall grade point average each semester.  The recipient must also continue to demonstrate good character.  At the end of each semester, the recipient will provide the Foundation with an official transcript and proof of full-time enrollment for the next semester.  The subsequent scholarship check will be issued only upon receipt of these materials.

Should a recipient fail to meet the criteria in a given semester, the scholarship will be terminated.  If the recipient has serious reason, he or she may make a written appeal to the committee for reconsideration.

CRITERIA 
In making its decision, the Scholarship Advisory Committee will use the following criteria: 
· Extra-Curricular Activities

· Community and Public Service

· Leadership Potential

· Ability to make satisfactory academic progress toward a degree or a major in an academic discipline which relates to the insurance industry

GUIDELINES
Each applicant must present to the Scholarship Advisory Committee the following by March 30:
· The completed application form

· A statement of 250-500 words as to why the applicant is pursuing a career within the insurance industry

· A letter of recommendation from a teacher/professor mailed directly to the Scholarship Advisory Committee

· An official transcript 

· ACT and/or SAT scores
