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THE GMRA: ROUSE’S SCHOLARSHIP FUND

PURPOSE 
The Grocers Manufacturers Representatives Association (GMRA) is an organization of approximately 80 companies formed to promote a feeling of goodwill and cooperation among all sales representatives, to prevent trade abuses, to promote uniformity and certainties in business practices and to establish confidence among sellers, buyers and sales representatives. In appreciation for the relationship between GMRA and the Rouse’s stores, the GMRA has established a college scholarship program. This scholarship offers financial assistance to outstanding students who are employed by any of the Rouse’s stores. 

SCHOLARSHIP INFORMATION
College scholarships valued up to $7,000 that are payable over a four-year period will be awarded. The recipients will be selected by a committee of the GMRA who are recommended by the board of directors of GMRA and appointed by the Baton Rouge Area Foundation's board of directors. 

To be eligible for future awards, a student must apply for the scholarship annually and continue his/her employment by any Rouse’s store and be a previous GMRA scholarship recipient. The recipient also must continue to demonstrate good character. At the end of each semester, the recipient will provide the Foundation with a letter from the location sales director, manager or supervisor, verifying proof of employment. The subsequent scholarship check will be issued only upon receipt of these materials. 

CRITERIA 
In making its decision, the Scholarship Advisory Committee will use the following criteria: 
· A candidate must currently be enrolled as a senior in high school or any accredited college or university (all majors invited to apply). 
· A candidate must be employed by a Rouse’s store.
· A candidate must meet the institution's definition of a full-time student. 

GUIDELINES
Each applicant must present to the Scholarship Advisory Committee the following: 
· Career Scholarship Essay on "Why I would consider a career in the Supermarket retailing industry." 
· An official transcript
· Copy of official ACT scores
· Career Scholarship Recommendation  - A signed recommendation from the applicant’s location sales director, manager or supervisor. This should be no longer than one page and should include the following information: 
· Evaluate the overall performance of the applicant.
· What are the applicant’s goals?
· Give examples of the applicant’s character.
· Explain why you recommend this applicant for a career scholarship.
(Note: If the store manager is a member of the immediate family of the candidate, the manager's supervisor must provide the letter of recommendation.)
· A sentence to certify that all the information listed is true and correct to the best of your knowledge with a signature of the applicant and a parent or guardian.
